force southerlies and huge 4m plus south east swell, the fearless 
three (Brett Cronin ς camera man, Nigel Bryant -  test pilot and 
Steve Gibbs ς with a limp) headed to a famous historical site where 
navigators of old took refuge from giant southerly swells just north 
of Gisborne. 

It as a classic late summer session with a fresh southerly wind 
whipping up the length of the motu, the weather switched from driving rain, sea mist, with intermitted 
blasts of sunshine and a frisky swell which ranged from solid 2m to 5m faces. This spot only works on a 
big south swell, with off shore southerly winds. 

The session started with a leap of faith off of the largest man 
made jetty in New Zealand and a 20min paddle to the spot 
where the southerly swell wrapped around a north facing 
island. After wondering why on earth we bothered to climb 
out of our warm beds, and question our saness, it was time to 
face our fears as we gingerly paddled closer to the impact 
zone, take a deep breath and kiss the world good bye, game 
on.  

Some of the faces of the waves were in excess of 4 meters, 
with a cross wind which made the take offs a bit tricky, but all that went out the window when the after 
surviving the drop, and cranking into a bottom hand turn and aiming for the heavens in the hope of 
living again. From this point the adrenaline kicks in and the crowd of three, starts howlin and hollarin, 
fear dissipates into edgy fun.
